A WORD FROM  KORYé 

     How many young adults (defined as post -college but not yet 

òsettledó) would you say we have here at Crestwood? Five? Ten? 

Would you believe that a few Sundays ago Leigh and I hosted 17 

young adults at our house for a cookout? And that doesn't include 

at least six people who responded to the invitation but couldnõt make it. 

    Young adults often fall through the cracks in churches, which tend to 

focus on other age groups. It can be difficult for young adults to feel at 

home in a church because they donõt quite fit into the traditional 

demographic clusters of a congregation.  

     This is a significant ministry opportunity for Crestwood and we are 

blessed with a wonderful core group of people to help us get started. The 

possibilities are truly limitless. If words gets out that we have a thriving 

young adult group here at Crestwood, look out!  

     We are calling this group òCrossroadsó because that is often what people 

in this stage of their lives are facing. Is a time of critical decisions and 

defining moments. It is also a time where a personõs faith can play a crucial 

role in helping them navigate through tumultuous waters. When we face a 

crossroads, we can remember that through the cross, Christ has provided a 

road for us.  

     Whatõs next for this group? Weõll be doing more relationship-building and 

social activities as a way to get to know each other better. Weõve created a 

Facebook page as a way to connect electronically. And in the fall weõll do an 

educational series called òBible 101ó as a way to begin learning more about 

Godõs word. 

     If you would not consider yourself a òyoung adult,ó you still have a role to 

play in this ministry. First, pray for continued success and participation. 

Second, tell someone you know who might be looking for a community 

about Crossroads. And third, on Sunday morning, go out of your way to 

great any young adults you see and thank them for coming. Everyone who 

visits us on Sunday morning is wondering deep down in their heart if there is 

a place for them here at Crestwood. Letõs not just tell them there is, letõs 

show them through the way we make them feel welcome.

If you werenõt able to take part in a Holy Conversation or have something 

youõd like to share with me, give me a call or an email so we can set up a 

lunch time. In the busyness of my work I often neglect this important 

ministry, so I want you to take the initiative and let me know if youõd like to 

have lunch.
